Every day a fleet of around 300 bottom trawlers in international waters destroy an area
of the deep-sea floor equivalent to 148 rugby fields every minute. Dragging enormous
weighted nets through thousands of kilometers of vulnerable deep-sea habitat they
destroy everything in their path in a search for an ever decreasing supply of orange
roughy. Along with ten other nations, New Zealand is amongst the worst culprits.
